 The Committee shall have the authority to commission reports relevant to the terms of reference, to 
employ staff and to travel outside of Ontario.

(SWC), which is a vital government agency for women’s rights, opportunity and equality. 

29. Mr. Dunlop – That, in the opinion of this House, the provincial government must: 

Recognize that the County of Simcoe and the cities of Barrie and Orillia offer a superior 
environment and quality of life for families to live and work; 

Recognize that Lake Simcoe has been an integral part of the heritage and culture of the region and 
that the lake generates approximately $250 million per year in economic benefit; 

Recognize the development pressures that the Oak Ridges Moraine and Greenbelt legislation and 
Places to Grow Act have placed on the Lake Simcoe watershed; 

Recognize that the protection and improvement of water quality in Lake Simcoe must be a 
government priority; 

Recognize that the Intergovernmental Action Plan will require substantial provincial investment in 
infrastructure to accommodate the anticipated growth of approximately 250,000 citizens over the 
next 25 years; 

Provide the means for adequate funding to accommodate the approved growth in the Lake Simcoe 
watershed; 

Recognize the research and reports by various stakeholder groups that have worked tirelessly to 
promote the need for water quality protection and improvement of the Lake Simcoe watershed; 
and  
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 Ensure that any future development must go hand in hand with comprehensive watershed planning 
and funded protection of the Lake Simcoe and Nottawasaga watersheds.  
Debated and carried on division November 23, 2006. 

30. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the Minister of Culture proceed forthwith to 
implement her promise in the Legislature on May 15, 2006 to introduce Status of the Artist 
legislation.  
Withdrawn December 14, 2006. 

31. Mr. Miller – That, in the opinion of this House, the Minister of Environment must confirm that the 
region impacted by the Green Lane landfill purchase is a ‘willing host’, and that the Government 
of Ontario must guarantee that the landfill will not be in operation after the current scheduled 
closing date of 2018, and that the City of Toronto, acting as a ‘good neighbour’, must develop a 
comprehensive plan to ensure that the necessary policies and technologies are adopted and in 
place, so that as of January 1st, 2012, the City of Toronto will no longer dispose of any waste at the 
Green Lane landfill site.  
Debated and carried on division November 16, 2006. 

32. Mr. Murdoch – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should immediately 
form an all-party task force to examine the issues surrounding raw milk and that the all-party task 
force report its findings to the House before the end of the spring session.  
Debated and lost on division December 7, 2006. 

33. Mr. McMeekin – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should commit to 
the promotion, development and support of the co-operative model of business as one that should 
be replicated to provide stronger communities, increased social responsibility and continued 
economic growth, and 

That, the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade commit to investigating the establishment 
of a Co-operative Secretariat to support the co-operative model of business.  
Debated and carried on division December 14, 2006. 

34. Mr. Milloy – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario: 

Recognize the safety benefits of wearing an approved helmet by those using bicycles, in-line 
skates, skateboards, scooters and similar devices; 

Acknowledge that the original intent of legislative changes made by this Legislature to Ontario’s 
Highway Traffic Act in 1993 was that all cyclists should wear an approved helmet regardless of 
age; 

Make helmet use mandatory for all cyclists in Ontario by repealing the regulation which exempts 
cyclists over the age of 18 from these legislative changes; 

Explore legislative measures to make helmet use mandatory for those using other muscular-
powered devices such as in-line skates, skateboards and scooters; 

Take into account those who cannot wear a helmet because to do so would interfere with his or her 
religious beliefs or practices; 

Instruct the Ministry of Health Promotion, in conjunction with the Ministry of Transportation and 
other relevant Ministries and stakeholders to develop a comprehensive education and safety 
campaign aimed at encouraging helmet use by those using bicycles, in-line skates, skateboards, 
scooters and similar devices; 
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 Ensure any safety campaign also address broader safety issues related to bicycles, in-line skates, 
skateboards, scooters and similar devices including the role and responsibility of communities in 
ensuring the safety of all those using such devices as well as the special responsibility of motorists 
to ensure the safety of cyclists and others on our roadways.  
Debated and carried December 14, 2006. 

35. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the property tax rate levied by the Province on 
small business should be applied more equitably across the Province, and the tax rate for small 
business should be set at the same rate for the entire Greater Toronto Area, and that level of 
taxation should be frozen. To mitigate municipal costs, an uploading of the downloaded cost for 
social programs (excluding education) should be assumed by the Province on a phased in basis 
over 10 years. 

36. Mr. Tory – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario, pursuant to Section 10 
of the Fiscal Transparency and Accountability Act, 2004, should bring forward a regulation that, 
with all party consent to the exact wording of the regulation: 

 • Establishes a deadline for the release of a pre-election report no later than 6 months in 
advance of October 4, 2007 (the “Election Date”). 

• Provides sufficient time for the Auditor General to receive all necessary information and 
materials to allow him to conduct the pre-election review, but in no case shall this 
information be received by the Auditor General later than 7 months prior to the Election 
Date. 

 • Requires the Auditor General to render an opinion on the reasonableness of the fiscal plan 
for a period of no less than 3 years and enables him to comment on the reasonableness of 
economic assumptions, revenue assumptions and spending assumptions as presented in the 
most recent fiscal plan. 

 • Allows the Auditor General full access to any and all documentation he deems necessary 
to conduct his review effectively and to meet the intent of the legislation, including but not 
limited to: 

 Any and all Ministry Results Based Planning Submissions detailing spending and 
program requests, risks and mitigation strategies for those risks. 

Any and all documentation required from any and all hospitals, school boards, 
community colleges or other organizations whose accounts are consolidated with 
those of the Province of Ontario. 

 • Ensures the Auditor General defines the level of materiality going forward in his report; 
and 

• Provides for appropriate funding for the Auditor General to conduct his review and 
enables the Auditor General to retain external support as required to conduct this review 
within the time period allocated. 

37. Mr. Kormos – REASONED AMENDMENT – That the motion for Second Reading of Bill 173, 
An Act to amend the Legislative Assembly Act, the MPPs Pension Act, 1996 and the Executive 
Council Act be amended by deleting all the words after “That” and substituting therefore the 
words: “That this Bill be NOT now read a Second time but be referred back to the Government 
with instructions to incorporate therein: 
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 1. the principle that the base salary of Members of this Legislature be determined 
with a view to the interests of all Ontarians and not all Canadians; and 

2. the principle that the base salary of Members of this Legislature be determined by 
reference to the minimum wage generally prevailing in Ontario from time to 
time.” 

38. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of the House, the Government immediately implement Status 
of the Artist legislation including labour standards and taxation measures to improve the working 
lives of artists in Ontario including: Protection for child performers; access to training and 
professional development programs and funds; tax measures such as income averaging and/or 
exclusions of certain incomes from provincial taxes and protection for senior artists, and that the 
Government engage in a consultative process leading to the creation and enactment within 24 
months of an appropriate labour relations mechanism encompassing a collective bargaining 
procedure for all professional artists and producers/engagers in the Province of Ontario. 

39. Mr. Runciman – That the Legislative Assembly of Ontario recognize the serious and growing 
problem of online child sexual exploitation through the declaration of February 7, 2007 as ‘Safer 
Internet Day’ and that the Ontario government dedicate more resources and attention to this serious 
and growing problem. 
Withdrawn December 21, 2006. 

40. Mr. Prue – That, in the opinion of the House, with respect to access by persons with disabilities, 
the Democratic Renewal Secretariat and the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing should 
immediately undertake a thorough review of the Elections Act and the Municipal Elections Act 
and other relevant regulations, policies, practices and funding, such review to consider: 

a) the reasons for denying funding access and accommodations for persons with disabilities who 
are deprived of their democratic right to be involved in the democratic and election processes as 
candidates, volunteers and electors; 

 b) The current regulations, policies and practices for funding guidelines for equal participation for 
persons with disabilities under the Elections Act and the Municipal Elections Act; 

c) the availability of awareness training on access and accommodations for staff and volunteers in 
Elections Ontario and Municipal offices to ensure equal access for persons with disabilities who 
wish to participate in accessible democratic and electoral processes; 

 d) the availability of funds for the costs of access and accommodations for persons with 
disabilities who participate in the electoral process, accessible all-candidates meetings and election 
campaign activities (i.e.: accessible election campaign offices and accommodations for candidates 
and volunteers with disabilities); 

 e) the appropriateness of the currently limited mandates of the Ministries of Community and Social 
Services (i.e.: Accessibility Directorate), Democratic Renewal Secretariat (i.e.: Election Act), and 
Municipal Affairs (i.e.: Municipal Elections Act), to assist those who need access and 
accommodations services, and the policies and regulations of those ministries on the provision of 
those services, particularly to funding of one fully accessible all-candidates debate per electoral 
riding, ensuring level access, technology and interpretation services (American Sign Language or 
langue des signes québécoise and real-time captioning), providing information on the electoral 
process and details on Elections Ontario and Municipal Elections programs and services for 
disabled electors (i.e.: this information would be supplied by Elections Ontario and Municipal 
clerks for Municipal Elections) and determining funding that would be provided only for events 
conducted in a politically neutral fashion; and 
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 f) such other matters that ministries consider necessary to complete a thorough evaluation of 
provincial and municipal regulations, policies, practices and funding guidelines for arranging and 
paying the accommodations necessary for persons with disabilities to ensure accessible democratic 
and electoral processes for all Ontarians during election campaign activities and 

The report on the review should be tabled in the Legislative Assembly no later than April 30, 
2007. 

41. Mr. Prue – That, in the opinion of the House, the Democratic Renewal Secretariat (Elections 
Ontario) and Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing (Municipal Elections Act) should take 
immediate steps to establish an Elections Ontario Task Force and a Municipal Elections Task 
Force with the involvement of representatives of disabled communities, access and 
accommodations service providers, Elections Ontario and the Association of Municipal Clerks and 
Treasurers of Ontario, to develop and implement regulations, policies, practices and funding 
guidelines for arranging and paying the accommodations necessary for persons with disabilities to 
ensure an accessible democratic and electoral process for all Ontarians during election campaign 
activities, and; 

The Task Force reports should be tabled in the Legislative Assembly no later than April 30, 2007. 

42. Mrs. Sandals – That, in the opinion of this House, the Ministry of Citizenship and Immigration 
should designate the City of Guelph as one of Ontario’s Immigrant Gateway cities so that Guelph 
can be marketed provincially and internationally as an Immigrant Gateway to enable Guelph to 
attract the investment and jobs which will ensure its future prosperity.  
Debated and carried December 21, 2006. 

43. Mr. Tabuns – That, in the opinion of this House, the revenue collected by the Ontario Film 
Review Board for film and video classification be allocated toward a fund that assists Canadian 
distributors and filmmakers to market Canadian films. 

 Mr. Runciman – That the Legislative Assembly of Ontario recognize February 7, 2007 as Safer 
Internet Day as part of ongoing efforts to combat internet crimes against children. 
Carried December 21, 2006. 

44. Mr. Hampton – That, in the opinion of this House, The Stamp Advisory Committee and Canada 
Post's Board of Directors should approve a commemorative stamp recognizing honourary 
Canadian citizen Raoul Wallenberg and the tens of thousands of Jews he saved during the Second 
World War. 

45. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the powers of the Ontario Municipal Board be 
amended so that they are not able to undermine the authority of democratically elected city 
councils in decisions such as land use planning and others. This would include restricting the 
ability of the OMB to overturn municipal planning decisions and increase the length of OMB 
appointee’s terms to ensure non-partisan qualified appointments. 

46. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, Room 163 should be set aside as a “Place for 
All People” for the purposes of prayer and meditation for all beliefs and faiths and for those who 
are atheists and agnostics. 

47. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the mandate of the Ontario Ministry of Culture 
should be amended to include Fashion Design and recognize the significant contribution the 
fashion industry has made to Ontario’s cultural sector. The mandate of the Ministry of Culture 
should also reflect the recognition  afforded the fashion industry and fashion designers by both 
the Federal Department of Canadian Heritage, along with the Quebec Ministry of Culture, which 
both recognize the contribution fashion design has made to Canada’s reputation as a dynamic and 
diverse centre of culture and the arts. 
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48. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the Ontario Government should support the 
Federal motion to urge the government of the People’s Republic of China and representatives of 
Tibet’s government in exile, notwithstanding their differences on Tibet’s historical relationship with 
China, to continue their dialogue in a forward looking manner that will lead to pragmatic solutions 
that respect the Chinese constitutional framework, the territorial integrity of China and fulfill the 
aspirations of the Tibetan people for a unified and genuinely autonomous Tibet. 

49. Mr. Duguid – That, in the opinion of this House, the Minister of Community Safety and 
Correctional Services should request the Chief Firearms Officer to conduct a study to identify ways 
of better regulating ammunition which includes consideration of additional mechanisms to further 
restrict and/or ban the sale and possession of ammunition for hand guns and to share relevant 
findings with Federal and Provincial/Territorial partners.  
Debated and carried March 29, 2007. 

50. Mrs. Munro – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should establish an 
independent commission to devise and carry out a plan for the commemoration of the bicentennial 
of the War of 1812; that this commission should include among its members representatives of 
groups dedicated to the preservation of Canada’s military history and heritage as well as 
representatives of Ontario communities that are the sites of battles or other significant events of the 
war; and that the Government of Ontario should work with the Government of Canada and other 
Governments to commemorate the War of 1812 during its bicentennial and afterwards as an 
important tourism and educational experience.  
Debated and carried April 5, 2007. 

51. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the Ontario Ministry of Research and 
Innovation should implement a program that allows Ontario’s existing research infrastructure to 
be used by Ontario’s small business people as they create jobs today and the industries of 
tomorrow. 

52. Mr. Ferreira – That, in the opinion of this House, the Legislative Assembly of Ontario call on the 
Government of Ontario to move expeditiously to establish and implement a comprehensive 
landlord licensing program, to ensure minimum standards for rental accommodation throughout 
Ontario, with the following features: 

The program would be fully integrated with existing municipal property standards by-
laws and Part XIV (Maintenance Standards of the Residential Tenancies Act, 2006); 

Administration and enforcement would be the responsibility of the Ministry of Municipal 
Affairs and Housing, and could be assigned to individual municipalities by agreement; 

Landlords would be required to obtain a licence for each residential complex containing 
more than 10 residential units; 

Annual licence fees would be paid into special funds dedicated to supporting program 
administration and enforcement;

That the Government of Ontario report back to the Legislature on the implementation of this 
program during the spring 2007 sitting.  
Debated and lost on division March 29, 2007. 

53. Mr. Tabuns – That, in the opinion of this House, no project to burn garbage in Ontario should 
proceed without a full environmental assessment.  

54. Mr. Kormos – That, in the opinion of this House, The Stamp Advisory Committee and Canada 
Post’s Board of Directors should approve a commemorative stamp recognizing honourary 
Canadian citizen Raoul Wallenberg and the tens of thousands of Jews he saved during the Second 
World War. 

55. Mr. Wilson – That, in the opinion of this House, the Ontario Liberal Government should provide 
Stevenson Memorial Hospital with the required $1.4 million in new funding over the next three 
years so that it can re-open its birthing unit and ensure that enough obstetricians and health care 
providers can be recruited to supply a stable and ongoing service for expectant mothers in New 
Tecumseth, Adjala-Tosorontio and Essa.  
Debated and lost on division April 19, 2007. 

56. Mr. Bisson – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should ensure the 
Legislative channel is available on every television in Ontario, free of charge. 

57. Mrs. Savoline – That, in the opinion of this House, the Minister of Health and Long-Term Care 
should immediately identify Burlington’s Joseph Brant Memorial Hospital for inclusion on the 
Ministry’s Capital Projects Priorities List; and the McGuinty government should then release to 
the proud people of Burlington the $40 million needed for the Joseph Brant hospital renewal 
project.  
Debated and lost on division April 19, 2007. 

58. Mr. Fonseca – That, in the opinion of this House, the Legislative Assembly of Ontario affirms 
that its commitment to students in the public education system is so strong that it opposes any 
attempt to take public money and hand it over to private schools.  
Debated and lost April 26, 2007. 

59. Mrs. Van Bommel – That, in the opinion of this House, our farmers and the agri-food industry 
play a vital role in the Ontario economy and this Assembly reaffirms its strong and unwavering 
support for the supply management system that helps stabilize incomes for Ontario farm families 
and ensures a stable supply of Ontario-produced food for families around the world to enjoy. 
Debated and carried on division May 3, 2007. 

60. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, the next Parliament is strongly encouraged to 
elect a woman to the role as Speaker. 

61. Mr. Ferreira – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should, on a priority 
basis: 

•  Increase access to public GO Transit service to all communities served by the 
Georgetown South Rail Corridor; 
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 •  Revive the previous GO Transit Expansion Environmental Assessment requiring only one 
additional track to expand GO service on the Georgetown South Rail Corridor; and 

•  Separate all GO Transit aspects of the current Georgetown South Rail Corridor 
Environmental Assessment from all aspects of the private, high-speed Air-Rail Link Blue 
22 Environmental Assessment.  

Debated and carried May 17, 2007. 

62. Mrs. Sandals – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should: 

•  continue to recognize the importance of expanding opportunities for clean and renewable 
residential and farm energy generation technologies; and 

•  revise assessment policies to ensure property tax does not act as a disincentive to the 
development of residential wind turbines, solar energy systems and other home green 
energy generation. 

63. Mr. Racco – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario support the efforts of 
the City of Vaughan, the Vaughan Health Care Foundation and the Central Local Health 
Integration Network as they work towards creating a hospital in the City of Vaughan.  
Debated and carried May 31, 2007. 

64. Mr. Hardeman – That, in the opinion of this House, the government must do more to protect 
Ontario jobs and as a first step should repeal the section of Bill 187, An Act respecting budget 
measures, interim appropriations and other matters, 2007, that imposes a 13% tax on diamond 
mines.  
Debated and lost on division May 17, 2007. 

65. Mr. Leal – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should acknowledge the 
work and the contributions made in every community in this province by the United Way and 
proclaim September United Way Community Building month. 

66. Mr. Tory – That, in the opinion of this House, Ontario is currently under-represented in the House 
of Commons; and That, in the opinion of this House, the recent proposed changes introduced in 
the House of Commons to alter the composition of the House of Commons do not fairly address 
Ontario’s under-representation in the House of Commons; and That, in the opinion of this House, 
the Parliament of Canada should reconsider those proposed changes to the composition of the 
House of Commons and work with the Legislative Assembly of Ontario to ensure that all 
Canadians are fairly represented in the House of Commons. 

67. Ms. Horwath – That, in the opinion of this House, the Government of Ontario should establish a 
multi-stakeholder committee to bring recommendations forward for legislative changes that will 
improve the quality of life for students and neighbours abutting post-secondary institutions to 
address the growing tensions in colleges, universities and municipalities around student housing 
issues. 

68. Mr. Wilson – That, in the opinion of this House, the McGuinty Government should complete the 
re-development of Highway 26 from Stayner to Collingwood this summer to improve road safety 
and help stop traffic accidents and fatalities on the highway. 

69. Ms. DiNovo – That, in the opinion of this House, seniors 65 years of age or over, have free access 
to Ontario funded art galleries and museums, and that the Ontario government reimburse these 
galleries and museums to compensate for the drop of revenue in providing this free access.

Debated and lost on division October 20, 2005. 

2. Mr. Tory  – That the Legislative Assembly call upon the government, 

To recognize that Ontario’s businesses, farmers and hard-working families are being pushed to the 
financial breaking point by higher electricity prices, higher fuel prices, and increased taxes; and 

To recognize that the McGuinty Liberal government has presided over 42,000 manufacturing job 
losses in the past year alone causing serious financial hardship for families and communities 
province-wide; and  

To recognize that the current government’s fiscal and energy policies are placing increased 
financial pressure on large and small job-creating businesses creating an uncertain investment

To recognize that a well planned, informed, and non-political electricity policy is needed 
immediately, that such a policy must include meaningful conservation measures and that no one 
source of generation should be shut down without an adequate amount of reliable and affordable 
supply available to replace it. Addressed to the Premier of Ontario.  
Debated and lost on division May 3, 2006. 

2. Mr. Runciman – That the Legislative Assembly calls upon the government,  

To recognize that the McGuinty Liberals have cut the Ministry of Tourism budget in both of their 
last two budgets by a total of $46 million and cut this year’s budget by $25 million alone; and 

To recognize that a strong Canadian dollar, increased border security, high gas prices and 
numerous anti-American statements made by prominent Liberals are just some of the many things 
that are currently hindering the tourism and hospitality industries in Ontario and despite all of 
these challenges, the McGuinty government has continually undertaken initiatives that further 
damage these sectors, such as the City of Toronto Act and greater regulation of Ontario’s farmer 
markets; and 

To recognize that besides criticizing the federal government, the McGuinty government has not 
taken any sort of meaningful action or demonstrated any kind of leadership in helping to solve 
current border issues with the United States or challenges facing the hospitality sector; and 

To recognize that in 2005, U.S. border crossings to Ontario reached their lowest level since 1972 
and that this decline in U.S. visitation is significant because, in 2004, Americans accounted for 
18% of Ontario’s total visitors and 26% of the province’s visitors’ spending; and 

To recognize that the total number of person visits to Ontario has steadily declined under the 
McGuinty government and that, under their watch, these numbers have declined to levels not seen 
since the early and mid 1990’s; and 

To recognize that in January 2006, U.S. entries to Ontario fell to their lowest level for the month in 
12 years and that in January 2006, Ontario received 40% fewer entries from the U.S. compared to 
January 2001, the historical peak for the month and 27% fewer compared to January 2003, yet the 
McGuinty government has continued to cut the Ministry of Tourism budget and proceed with 
legislative and policy initiatives that further jeopardize the economic well being of the hospitality 
sector. Addressed to the Premier of Ontario.  
Debated and lost on division May 16, 2006. 

3. Mr. Hampton – That the Legislative Assembly calls on the government to sustain and encourage 
good-paying manufacturing jobs in Ontario, and in particular, to implement a “Made in Ontario” 
policy that ensures streetcars, subway cars, and rail transport cars for Ontario municipalities that 
are purchased with funds in whole or in part from the Government of Ontario, are manufactured in 
Ontario. Addressed to the Premier of Ontario. 
Debated and lost May 31, 2006. 
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4. Mr. Tory – That the Legislative Assembly calls upon the government,  

To recognize that the McGuinty government was made aware of the Six Nations’ land claim issues 
at Caledonia in August 2005, yet allowed the situation to escalate to a full-blown standoff starting on 
February 28, 2006; 

To recognize that the McGuinty government refused even to acknowledge the Caledonia land 
occupation as a provincial issue until Day 42 of the standoff; 

To recognize that the McGuinty government’s Places to Grow Act was a catalyst in igniting the 
standoff, since it provides a legal framework for the McGuinty Liberals to designate any area of land 
as a growth plan area; 

To recognize that the McGuinty government further provoked the situation with a regulation 
identifying the Greater Golden Horseshoe area as the first area for which a growth plan will be 
prepared; 

To recognize that the Premier’s procrastination and failure to show leadership when it was most 
needed, allowed this situation to escalate into a public safety crisis; 

To recognize that the McGuinty Liberals have refused to compensate the OPP for the unforeseen 
costs incurred while policing Caledonia and to reimburse municipalities policed by the OPP that sent 
officers to Caledonia; 

To recommend to the Lieutenant Governor in Council that a Commission be appointed to inquire 
into and report on how absence of communication and lack of leadership by Premier McGuinty and 
his Liberal government allowed the Caledonia situation to escalate to a full-blown standoff and 
subsequently a public security crisis; 

To accept recommendations from the Commission directed to preventing similar chaotic 
confrontations when dealing with future land claim issues in the province, including 
recommendations with respect to ways in which we can improve dispute resolution in this area and 
enhance respect for the rule of law; and  

To grant the Commission powers under the Public Inquiries Act. Addressed to the Premier of 
Ontario.

That the subcommittee shall have the ultimate decision-making power with respect to the calling 
of witnesses and any other procedural aspects of the proceedings and all matters arising relevant to 
the execution of the terms of reference of the Committee. A minimum list of witnesses will be 
determined by the House Leaders; additional witnesses to be determined by the subcommittee; 

That there shall be a Committee counsel hired and directed by the subcommittee paid for by the 
Legislative Assembly; 

That the subcommittee can through Speaker’s warrant compel the attendance of any person to 
attend and give evidence; 

That the subcommittee can through Speaker’s warrant require any person to produce in evidence 
such documents and things as the subcommittee may specify; 

That the members of the Committee and/or their counsel shall be permitted to obtain production 
and review of any document or thing and disclosure of any viva voce evidence necessary and 
ancillary to the purpose of this investigation; 

That prior to the commencement of the Committee hearings the subcommittee may require the 
attendance of any person or production of any document for the purpose of a preliminary 
examination for discovery; 

That the Legislative Assembly Committee has priority over all other Committees with respect to 
its sitting time and in any event, the Committee shall not sit as a Committee for the purposes of 
this matter prior to the 1st day of May, 2007. The Committee shall complete its investigation and 
file its report on this matter no later than the 30th day of June, 2007; 

That the Legislative Assembly Committee be authorized to meet at the call of the Chair and 
notwithstanding prorogation; 

That any witness compelled to appear before the Committee may attend with counsel and shall be 
required to give testimony upon oath pursuant to section 59 of the Legislative Assembly Act; and 

That the Committee may if requested permit any portion of its proceedings to occur in camera. 
Addressed to the Premier of Ontario.

4. Mr. Tory – That, in the opinion of this House, the Minister of Citizenship and Immigration is the 
fourth McGuinty cabinet minister to fall under the cloud of scandal; 

That, in the opinion of this House, this scandal is a direct result of his failure to ensure the highest 
level of scrutiny over grants paid out of a year-end slush fund;

1. Mr. Runciman – That, in the opinion of this House, since the Premier has failed to ensure the 
highest level of integrity for his ministers, and that, while under a cloud of scandal, his government 
as a whole is sorely lacking vision and any real plan to deal with the urgent issues facing Ontarians 
and their pocket books, the government no longer has the confidence of this House. 

2. Mr. Tory – That, in the opinion of this House, due to the Premier’s weak leadership in dealing with 
the Caledonia issue and his refusal to even acknowledge the severity of the issue by consistently 
trivializing the 100-plus days of occupation as having passed “without incident”; 

And, due to the fact that the McGuinty government has abandoned its own clear-cut conditions 
precedent for the negotiation talks to resume; 

And, due to the injury of 16 OPP officers and the irrefutable damage caused to the image and 
reputation of the OPP – Ontario’s respected police force upon which Ontarians depend to maintain 
law and order in this province, and for which the McGuinty government is ultimately responsible;
