Serious consideration of innovations similar to those included in Quebec's Plan du Nord such as a
coordinating body for public investments in the Far North and an effective resource revenue sharing
model which provides for the sharing of revenues between First Nations and the Ontario
government on all resource related projects in the Far North; and

That new legislation be introduced to replace the existing Far North Act upon completion of this
consultative process.

17.  Mr. Arnott — That, in the opinion of this House, after the provincial budget is balanced, the
Government should begin paying down the provincial debt by creating a new line item in the budget,
committing to making a payment on the principal of the provincial debt of at least 2.5 percent of the
program spending of that fiscal year.
