I wish to make a comment before we begin Question Period on the number and duration of standing
ovations which have interrupted Question Period since we began this Parliament. I have heard from a
number of members on this and so I wish to make a statement.

The Standing Orders do not empower the Speaker to prohibit standing ovations and I recognize that
members will occasionally wish to demonstrate their approval and support for something another
member has said in the House. However, the Speaker is responsible for maintaining order and decorum
in the House, and members will know that their activities in this House are televised and the public is
tuning in to watch the proceedings, I believe in increasing numbers. We are all accountable for our
behaviour in this House.

I have made it a practice to order that the clock be stopped when it appears the standing ovations are
taking away time from Question Period to the disadvantage of members on all sides of the House who
might be on the list and who are anticipating the opportunity to ask a question.

I would draw to members’ attention that the National Assembly in Québec does not allow ovations or
applause of any kind during their proceedings. It was a decision that they took themselves and that
enhances decorum which, ultimately I would expect, enhances public respect for their members and their
Parliament as a whole in the province of Québec.

I have also on occasion not been able to hear the member who has the floor, who is speaking, when there
is a standing ovation. Sometimes | have not been able to see them either and that is a problem which has
to be considered.

I would therefore respectfully ask members to keep their ovations to a minimum to enhance the decorum
in this place.
