19, 2019 until Friday, November 29, 2019 for public hearings; and

That the Committee shall meet in London, Peterborough, Sault Ste. Marie, Kenora, and Toronto; and

That the Clerk of the Committee, in consultation with the Committee Chair, be authorized to arrange the
following with regard to Bill 132:

*  That the Clerk of the Committee provide a list of all interested presenters to each member of the
Sub-committee and their designate following the deadline for requests to appear by 11:00 a.m. on
Friday, November 15, 2019; and

*  That each member of the Sub-committee or their designate provide the Clerk of the Committee with
a prioritized list of presenters to be scheduled, chosen from the list of all interested presenters
received by the Clerk, by 1:00 p.m. on Friday, November 15, 2019; and

+ That each witness will receive up to ten minutes for their presentation followed by twenty minutes
for questioning, with eight minutes allotted to the Government, ten minutes allotted to the Official
Opposition and two minutes allotted to the Green Party Independent Member; and

That the deadline for filing amendments to the Bill with the Clerk of the Committee shall be 9:00 a.m.
